	This is the motto of the Irish Brigade, meaning “clear the way”

	This Union general visited his leg in a medical museum every year after the war

	Confederate General Joseph E. Johnston died from this disease, which he contracted while marching in the rain as a pallbearer at Union General William T. Sherman’s funeral
